
Good morning and welcome! We're 
so glad to be together as a church 
family today. If you're our guest, 
thank you for being here — we'd 

love to get to know you. 

Today is Palm Sunday — and we're stepping into 
the most important week in human history. The 
Gospels know it. They slow way down, dedicating 
more than 30% of their entire narrative to just 
these few days. That is not an accident. 

All four Gospel writers record the Triumphal 
Entry — one of the few events they all agree on. 
Today we're camping in John's version. It's the 
briefest of the four accounts, but don't let that 
fool you. John doesn't waste a word. 

The crowd is electric. Palm branches waving. 
Voices rising. Hosanna — save us, we pray — 
echoing off the stone walls of Jerusalem. They 
call him the one who comes in the name of the 
Lord. They call him the King of Israel. Bold claims. 
And Jesus rides straight into the middle of all of it 
— on a donkey, no less. 

But when Jesus finally speaks, what he says 
surprises everyone. He talks about a seed. And 
what has to happen to it before it can produce a 
harvest.
